If elected, I would contribute to the Committee on international law through the implementation of the following
program:

I would continue to promote the UBA as a platform for discussion and a portal for exchange of ideas on
legal mechanisms for recovery losses caused by the war in Ukraine. The UBA can drive the discussion
of legislative and regulatory improvements, in Ukraine and elsewhere, to facilitate recovery by the victims.

In my primary geographical location in Paris, a global arbitration capital and the headquarters of the ICC
International Court of Arbitration, I would provide a platform (including logistical and programming
support) for conducting UBA events (particularly in conjunction with the Paris Arbitration Week, among
others).

Similar events aimed at augmenting the UBA’s notoriety and building its international profile can also be
organized in London, the headquarters of the LCIA (particularly during London International Disputes
Week), in New York, the headquarters of AAA (particularly during New York Arbitration Week) and in
Washington DC, the headquarters of ICSIID (particularly in conjunction with Washington Arbitration
Week — in collaboration with the American Society of International Law (ASIL).

Given my current position as a Chair of the Arbitration Commission of ICC Ukraine will help me foster
ties between the ICC and the UBA by implementing joint projects.
